4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC 
Members of the Public John Hill, Juan Barcelo, Clifford Deatherage voiced their concerns.
5.  New Business – Discussion and/or action on the following:

A. Pinal Co. Regional Transportation Plan – Brian Tapp CAAG 
Brian Tapp Executive Director of CAAG gave an update on the Pinal County Regional Transportation Plan. He explained that this is a 20 year transportation plan for Pinal County. Brain gave the development background, planning background, and the scope of work in his presentation to council.
B. Marijuana Ordinance 194 
Diane Theobald stated that Planning and Zoning was asked by the Town Attorney to review and bring the Ordinance to Council for approval. Vice Mayor Wickham asked if the dispensary was going to be in Mammoth. Tresa stated that there will be 134 dispensaries in the state and each county is entitled to one. Pinal County will get one application. The actual rules will not go into effect until March 25th. Since the state will not be accepting applications until sometime in April we will not know where the dispensary will be until after April. Councilman Ramirez motioned to accept Ordinance 194 as written by Planning and Zoning. Seconded by Councilman Koch. Motion carried.
C. Permission to Film in Mammoth – Gabriele Andres
Rachelle stated that Gabriele called that she was ill. 
Vice Mayor Wickham stated that council would move forward to item E. then return to item D.

E. Utility Conservation & Solar Power Generation – Klaus Wyatt
Steve Dorman President with Bottom Line Utility Solutions gave a presentation to Council on going solar and the savings that solar can generate for the town. Mr. Wyatt stated that a year ago they had proposed to do a partnership with the City of Mammoth. He gave council information on going solar. He was asking for a letter of Intent from the town to go forward with the project and to do a feasibility study. A second option they had for council was doing power generation from a solar field. The town would provide the land and they would provide the technology and share the revenue. There was a lot of discussion on the proposal. Councilman Koch stated that the first step should be that they go to SCIP first and get the information from them that they are willing and able to buy the power back and what other requirements they have in order for us to be able to move forward. Vice Mayor Wickham stated that this presentation was information only.
F.  Donation to Graduation Project
Vice Mayor Wickham stated that this is something that is done every year. Councilman Barcelo asked what we had donated in the past. Rachelle stated that we usually donate $100.00. Councilman Goff asked if the town had the funds. 
Rachelle stated that this is usually pulled from line item – Community Promotions and at this time there are no funds left in this line item. Councilman Ramirez stated that he does this every year. Councilman Ramirez felt that instead of donating money council should donate their time. Each Councilmember could donate 4 hours of their time. Councilman Ramirez motioned that rather of giving a cash donation that the council donate their time. Seconded by Councilman Koch. Motion carried.
D. Florence Copper Project Community Presentation 
Mr.Sherer from Florence Copper gave council a presentation on their project. He extended an invitation to council and the public to go visit the site at 1575 West Hunt Highway in Florence.  
6.  Council Comments
Councilman Barcelo thanked Dario Estrada for his work at Public Works. He also felt that there are many problems in the town. He also stated that the Town Policy needs to be changed. Councilman Ramirez thanked those who came and gave the presentations to council. Vice Mayor Wickham asked that the public keep giving feedback.
