Minutes of a Regular Meeting of the Mammoth Town Council held MAY 18, 2016 pursuant to the
notice required by law,

1. Call to Order

Mayor Jones called the meeting to order at 7:12 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Councilman Sloan stated that he believe councilman Gallego should call in and attend the meeting by
phone.

Councilman Bustamante motioned to approve the minutes for a Regular Meeting held on April 21,
2016. A Second was made by Councilman Sloan. Motion passed.

B. Discussion of Meeting with Resolution Copper to discuss alleviating flooding on Main
Street.

Resolution Copper stated that Mining is a very dangerous activity and the companies work very hard
to keep people safe. He stated that Resolution Copper has one of the biggest projects in Arizona. He
stated that Resolution Copper should be producing copper in 2020. Councilman Brewer thanked the
Resolution Copper for their presentation and study session.

Vice Mayor Wickham motioned to approve temporary use of travel trailer for overnight stay at Church
of Christ 805 N. Arthur place to be used during repairs and renovation of church. A second was made
by councilwoman Medina. Motion passed.

7. Approve Accounts Payable for Payment and Filing

Councilman Sloan motioned to approve the accounts payable for payment and filing. A second was
made by Councilman Brewer. Motion passed.

8. Old Business-Discussion and/or Action on the Following:
A. Consideration for approval of pay increase for Interim Town Clerk and set effective date.

Councilman Brewer stated that he couldn’t make agree to the increase because he hadn’t seen any
reports. He stated that he didn’t know the budget because the accountant, Pat Walker hadn’t given
them the reports. He stated that maybe the Mayor knew, but he didn’t. He stated that Pat Walker
gave him a report for the first quarter and that was it. He stated that he keeps asking her for it and
she hasn’t given him anything. He stated that he is not going to be giving raises without t town’s
budget. Attorney Steve Cooper stated that the Town had budgeted for a Town Clerk, a public works
director and a chief of police and there is some savings there. He stated that if you do decide to
approve any raises he believes the town would not exceed the budget. Mayor Jones stated that he
doesn’t know what the issue is in giving the raise to the Interim Town Clerk. He stated that many
employees working under Erica, are making more money than her. He stated the town has been
turned around and is in the black now. Councilman Bustamante stated that out of good faith he
would like to propose something. He stated that he needed some more information and now that the
expenditure limitation has been passed there is more to work with. Councilman Brewer stated that
everyone needs a raise! He stated that the raise needs to be across the board! Councilman Brewer
stated are we going to start giving everyone a $6.00 raise? He stated that we cannot give everyone a
$6.00 raise. Mayor Jones responded that it was $3.00. Councilman Brewer then said well she just got
a $3.00 raise. Mayor Jones stated a year and half ago. Councilman Brewer then stated what did the
other employees get, nothing! Mayor Jones stated that Attorney Cooper had commented that when
an employee takes over a job, on page 55 of the personnel policy it says that the person will be
compensated the previous salary within 2 pay periods. Mayor Jones stated that he agreed to the
$3.00 increase because Erica was never trained and was taking on a heck of a load. Mayor Jones
stated that he believes he has done a lot for the town and he doesn’t get any credit for it and he
doesn’t ask for it. Mayor Jones stated if Erica walks, he walks and they could have the manager’s



position back because he doesn’t need it. He stated that he doesn’t need to ask to keep a job that he
does for free. He stated that his profit is what he has done for the town. Councilman Sloan stated if
the clerk happens to quit and go to the employment office or somewhere and state that it states in
the personnel policy that it calls for higher pay, the state would be down here on their butts quick. He
stated that he has seen it happen where the job pays an employee less than what the job is qualified
for and the personal went to the labor department and they have got it. Mayor Jones stated it
appears to him that if he is doing the Public works job and the manager’s job and whatever the
mayor’s job is that the money he is saving that $3.00 should go to the clerk for the raise. Councilman
Bustamante stated that he does believe something has to be done when an individual works more in
the office under good faith and goodwill the employer has to do something. Councilman Brewer then
stated that all he has gotten out of it is that if the clerk doesn’t get the raise, the mayor is going to
step down and go back to utility clerk and the mayor is going to get mad and the mayor is going to
quit being the manager. He then stated if we are going to be held hostage, so be it. Councilman
Bustamante stated since he’s been on the council he has tried to compromise and sometimes the way
he sees it there has to be some goodwill and good faith and as long as the employer is trying to do
something good on the positive end for the employee it's a good gesture. Mayor stated that he thinks
there are just people here on the council who dislike Erica. For reason he doesn’t know because she
does her job and she may say no to come people.

Councilman Sloan motioned the approval of pay increase for Interim Town Clerk of $3.00. A second
was made by Mayor Jones. Roll Call was needed
